The U.S. Grains Council opened its Japan Office in 1961. Japan’s
livestock and grains industries, which began to develop around
that time, have grown remarkably, and the amount of U.S. feed
grains imported into Japan has greatly increased. Presently,
Japan is the largest and most reliable buyer of U.S. grains in the
world, and the country is regarded as a very important customer
and partner for U.S. agriculture. In addition, Japan recognizes and
has been using corn base U.S. bioethanol as a tool to reduce
greenhouse gas emission since 2020.

Japan Office Activities

Through aggressive market development programs providing
Japan’s grains importers, feed makers, livestock and poultry
producers, and manufacturers of corn products for industrial or
food uses, the Japan office has been providing them with
technical or market information. New uses for corn, barley and
sorghum will be further expanded to include functional foods,
biofuel and bioeconomy products. The Japan Office promotes the
use of corn base bioethanol and distillers’ dried grain with
solubles (DDGS), a co-product of bioethanol through various
promotional activities. The Japan Office’s programs also cover
biotechnology as a vital tool for materialization of sustainable
agriculture by gaining understanding of the technology.
